Slow shutter speed
This week you're got two lessons to experiment with slow shutter speed. This is a good process for showing ghostly images of motion demonstrated in stages and for drawing with light. You need to work in teams to manage the time available, the [image: image1.jpg]
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cameras, the tasks and the uploading of the pictures. 
1. Drawing with light
Use the first session to draw with light in a dark space. 
You need to set the SLR cameras to a slow shutter speed using the dial on the top of the camera set to s and with the duration of time set to something like 2 seconds. 
You do this by pressing the info button on the top of the camera and scrolling the dial near your thumb till you get the speed of 2' which means two seconds. 
The camera will have to be attached to a tripod to stop it from shaking. Experiment with the shutter speeds.
People can draw with the light of their mobile phones while being photographed by their [image: image4.jpg]Pt
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partners. Don't forget to save your pictures before the end of the lesson. 
2. Ghostly dominos
In groups around tables you need to arrange the dominos to create a line that will topple when one is pushed over.
You need to set the SLR cameras to a slow shutter speed using the dial on the top of the camera set to s and with the duration of time set to something like 2 seconds. 
You do this by pressing the info button on the top of the camera and scrolling the dial near your thumb till you get the speed of 2' which means two seconds. 
The camera will have to be attached to a tripod to stop it from shaking and you will also need the flash on. Experiment with a range of shutter speeds.
When ready push the first domino and press the shutter at the same time. Hey presto see what happens.
